
     From Our Pastor 
 

Several weeks ago while 

attending a conference in 
Chicago, I had the most 

wonderful and unexpected good 
fortune of meeting Martin Marty, 

one of the most pre-eminent 
theologians and religious 

historians in our country for the 
past several generations.  Marty 

is in his 80s now, but as spry, 
intellectually vigorous, and 

spiritually compelling as ever.  
We talked for about 15 minutes 

on everything from faith to 

church history to music to 
Chicago to life to death.  Never 

mind “15 minutes of fame.”  You 
don’t need that if you’ve had 15 

minutes with Martin Marty! 
 

Marty is not only a distinguished 
intellectual; he is also a person of 

profound faith.  In an interview a 
number of years ago, he spoke of 

how his faith, as a devout 
Lutheran, evolved.  He said that 

faith comes not in a “blinding 
flash or datable moment;” but 

rather that faith comes gradually 

in “billions of particulars” as “we 
wrestle with and accept the gift of 

grace.”  He said that he 
approaches life as “51-49.”  For 

instance, greeting each day as a 

gift and not a burden; welcoming 

each person as a friend and not 
an enemy.  It is in the “51-49” 

approach to life, that the God 
becomes active.  What marvelous 

spiritual insights!

receive God’s gift of grace.  I 
hope you will do this by
